We also 
supported the Protecting America's Workers Act. 
A rally was then held in thanks for the Heath Care 
Reform, in which Nancy Pelosi, Speaker of the 
House attended and spoke as well. 
 
Clean manufacturing jobs still consists of steel, 
glass or concrete manufacturing jobs and more. 
Now these products will just go to a different use. 
Such as the building of wind turbines, solar panels 
and other equipment. So really its the same jobs  
we always had only with a different end product. 
Sadly these turbines are currently being built in 
China and are being bought by us,  we are miss-
ing out on an opportunity to create these jobs 
here. We should be investing  taxpayer dollars to 
make these products here in America. The tax 
credit that was in place ran out of funding and 
many projects were turned down so an extension 
is now needed for these to continue The Security 
in Energy and Manufacturing or the SEAM Act

Protecting America's Workers Act is to revise and 
strengthen the Occupational Safety and Heath 
Act, which has not been done since it was created 
in 1970. This act will raise the penalties for viola-
tions to 12,000 for serious violations and repeat 
violations to 120,000. Criminal violations would 
now be felonies not just a simple misdemeanor. 
This will also provide full coverage to workers who 
are now lacking in protection like state and federal 
workers. Its time to hold them responsible  when 
the company knowingly puts its workers in a dan-
gerous situation.
